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Rotary Meeting Report
August 11, 2010

Rich Parks, CEO Covenant Health System

Greg Jones introduced Rich Parks as our guest presenter. Rich is the President and CEO of
Covenant Health Systems. Rich comes to Lubbock from Jackson, Tennessee where he served as
president and CEO of West Tennessee Health Care. During his opening remarks, Rich
expressed his anticipation to see his first dust storm. The club didn’t seem too anxious to join
Rich’s hope for a dust storm!

We learned from Rich that Covenant Health System is the 5t largest health care system in
Texas. It includes a 62 county service area and a population of about 1.2 million. He stated
that half of their patients are from Lubbock and about half are from the outside area
surrounding Lubbock.

Rich shared the following statistics related to Covenant’s annual operation:

1.7 million meals are served each year $3.1 million for the electric bill
3.8 million pounds of laundry annually $1.5 million to operate Covenant Health
$2.5 million for the annual phone bill System per day

Rich responded to a question from our club about the top three challenges for Covenant. The
most important challenge he mentioned is physician relations and physician alignment. Rich
tries to spend half of his time as a hospital administrator directly with physicians. A second
challenge is the financial burden. In his presentation, Rich stated that about 25% of Covenant
patients don’t have coverage. Another challenge that Rich shared is facility infrastructure.

Congratulations to Covenant Health Systems for numerous honors and recognition. CHS is
ranked #33 on Texas Monthly’s list of 100 Best Companies to work for in Texas for 2009.
Covenant Cancer Institute and Joe Arrington Cancer Center received the Commission on Cancer
Outstanding Achievement Award for the second time; less than 1.5% of programs nationwide
have received this honor multiple times. Rich shared that CHS is rated in the top 4% of Cancer
programs in the nation. The Breast Cancer clinical trials are rated as Exemplary. Also, the
patient satisfaction survey placed Covenant in the top 4% in the country. With all of these
recognitions, Rich Parks has certainly joined a top organization. Welcome to West Texas, Rich!
